Mount one or 
more buckles in a 9 X 12” 
surround/background of 
your choice, to showcase 
your buckle and create a 
beautiful whole . 

11. Free-standing object, up 
to 12 X 12” footprint 

12. Anything else: whatever 
you want to show that just 
doesn’t fit in the other 
categories .
